LCDR Ieshia Jones is the past Chair of BCOAG (2010).  She serves as a Public Health Analyst in the Office of Minority Health, Division of Program Operations with key responsibility for the OMH Partnerships Active in Communities and Linkage to Life Cooperative Agreement Programs. 

LCDR Jones holds a Master of Public Health degree from Indiana University, Bloomington, Indiana and a Bachelor of Science degree in Health Education from Johnson C. Smith University, Charlotte, North Carolina.  Prior to joining the United States Public Health Service (USPHS) as a Commissioned Officer, she served as a HRSA Scholar with the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) from 2003 - 2004.
